INTERLOCAL MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT FOR VEHICLE USE

BETWEEN PIERCE COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT
CORRECTIONS BUREAU AND PIERCE TRANSIT

This agreement ("Agreement") is made by and between Pierce County Public
Transportation Benefit Area Corporation ("Pierce Transit") and Pierce County Sheriff's
Department Corrections Bureau ("Sheriffs Department"), referred to hereinafter
individually as "Party” or collectively as the "Parties."

RECITALS

Whereas, the Sheriff's Department is in need of two (2) passenger vans (“Vehicles”) to
transport corrections bureau staff to and from the jail located at 910 Tacoma Avenue
South, Tacoma, on atemporary basis; and

Whereas, Pierce Transit has available and is willing to provide the Vehicles on a
temporary basis at no cost.

Now, therefore, the Parties agree as follows, incorporating by reference the above
Recitals:

PURPOSE OF AGREEMENT

The purpose of this Agreement is to enter into an Interlocal Mutual Aid Agreement
for Pierce Transit to provide vehicles #7384 and #7522 to the Sheriffs Department to
assist in transporting corrections bureau staff as described above. The Sheriff's
Department shall provide the drivers of the Vehicles.

The Sheriffs Department may use the Vehicles for an estimated duration of 6 days
pursuant to the terms and conditions herein. Nothing in this agreement should be
construed to transfer ownership of the Vehicle to the Sheriffs Department.

PERIOD OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement covers the time period from January 14, 2021 and runs through
January 23, 2021, unless otherwise agreec > or extended in writing by the Parties.

OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS

It is understood and agreed that this Agreement is solely for the benefit of the Parties
hereto and gives no right to any other person or entity. No partnership is formed as a
result of this Agreement. No employees or agents of one Party shall be deemed, or
represent themselves to be, employees, agents, contractors or subcontractors of the
other Party.
